INTRODUCTION

Thank you for purchasing a Honeyville Manwalk. This manual will provide step by
step procedures that will provide a smooth assembly process for your manwalk. The word
"manwalk" is being used as a generic term for support structures of this type used in many
Commercial applications for personnel access to remote locations.

This structure is designed to support Service Personnel by providing a 24" wide
walkway to remote areas that may require frequent inspections and/or service. This walkway
provides industry standard handrailing and adequate toe kick protection for a safe access for
qualified service personnel.

Safety equipment should be used at all times; fall protection gear should be worn by
service or inspection personnel when performing tasks on equipment located adjacent to or at
each end this support structure.

The Honeyville Manwalk has been designed to meet the following conditions:

40' clear span without any additional cable trusses or support posts.
30 Ibs. per running foot loading on structure.

Additional snow load of 55 Ibs. per square foot.

Wind loading of 110 mph.

Designed to be installed in horizontal position +/- 10°.
